WELCOME SPEECH
by the President of the Bar Association of Heraklion
Mr. Nikolaos Logothetis
Dear Ms. President,
Dear Vice-Presidents,
Dear Members of the AEAJ Board,
Honorable Judges,

Ladies and Gentlemen,

It is a great honor for the legal community of Heraklion and Crete as a whole,
to host the Working Group meeting of the AEAJ and GA as well as the celebration of
20 (plus 2) years of successful presence and valuable contribution to strengthen
judicial immunity to state control and promote the legality of judicial acts in the
European area ensuring greater fairness and freedom across the EU.

We are pleased to host and welcome you to Crete, an island that shares special
symbolic ties with Justice already from the era of Myths, according to which the
mythical Judge of the Greek underworld (Hades), Radamanthys, originates from
Minoan Crete and stands out as an utmost symbol of fair judgement. Fair judgement
in fact, is the one that dares to fight injustice and uses its power to serve public
interest, i.e. a judgement that fully satisfies the 3 criteria set out in the definition of
Justice — a) Judicial independence b) the right to fair trial as well as c) effective judicial
protection all of which contribute to upholding the Rule of Law principle.

The special focus of AEAJ on issues relevant to Judicial Independence and
Efficiency, as witnessed by the WG on Independence and Efficiency whose workings
we attended yesterday, is indeed highly significant. All the more so, because it
highlights the importance of independence both for judges as individuals and for the
judiciary as a whole, ensuring quality in judicial decisions and safeguarding public trust
to the rule of law. Rulings issued nowadays by Greek Administrative Courts point to

this direction and the one that stands out is Ruling no 1811-1831/1969 issued by the



Council of State that annulled the dismissal of civil and criminal judges, based on the
24™ Constituent act issued by the Colonels Regime that abolished the life tenure for
judges for three days, due to violation of their right to be heard.

Judicial Independence and Efficiency however, cannot be achieved without
securing sufficient resources and proper conditions. For that reason, we as members
of the Heraklion Bar Association are proud to have developed a long-lasting tradition
of continuous struggle to achieve a better delivery of Justice. Let me indicatively
mention:

A) The establishment and operation of the Appellate Court in East Crete, based in
Heraklion, that constituted a long-lasting demand and major achievement for our Bar
Association and the wider public in East Crete.

B) The publication of a legal journal, entitled “Radamanthys”, by our Bar Association,
that is devoted to highlighting significant rulings issued Administrative, Civil and
Criminal Courts in Crete.

C) The claim and preparatory acts for the construction of a new Court house in
Heraklion

Honorable Judges, as representative of the Bar Association of Heraklion, | would
like you to know that you shall find in us a valuable ally, both scientifically and in terms
of Union rights that will stand by the effort of administrative judges for effective
judicial protection and independent judicial judgement. We wish you successful

workings and a fruitful dialogue on the future of Administrative Justice in Europe.
